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On 24 January 2026 at 1715 hours, I was dispatched to Walmart located at 150 Smith Rd. 
regarding a retail theft. While en route, Tri-Com advised the complainant,  

), stated the female offender was currently in the loss 
prevention office. 

On arrival, I made contact with  and her asset protection associate,  
 who were accompanied by the offender AILEEN 

MACHIN-RESTO (F/H, DOB: /1993). During this contact, I observed what appeared to be a 
shopping cart which contained several bags of store merchandise as well as a shopping basket 
containing additional store merchandise. At this time,  stated the 
merchandise located in the shopping cart was purchased by Ms. Machin-Resto, however the 
items located within the shopping basket had been improperly scanned.  
further stated Ms. Machin-Resto had been in possession of a barcode, which she used to re-tag 
the merchandise located within the shopping basket. Immediately following this and without 
being questioned by police, Ms. Machin-Resto stated, "I threw it away". Ms. Machin-Resto also 
could be heard stating, “I paid for almost everything”.

Shortly after, I spoke further with , who explained the following in summary and not 
verbatim:  advised he and  had been working in their loss 
prevention office performing their normal duties. While doing so, they observed Ms. 
Machin-Resto scanning store merchandise at self-checkout #20. While doing so,  
stated he noted that Ms. Machin-Resto had a large amount of clothing, which from his 
experience was typical behavior of subjects in the process of committing retail thefts. Due to 
this,  continued to observe Ms. Machin-Resto, and as she 
continued scanning clothing items, they observed the scanned items were being processed as 
"45CT BOBBIES" (bobby pins) valued at $1.18 USC (before tax).  advised this was 
unusual because the clothing items being scanned would not have been coded under "45CT 
BOBBIES", along with the scanned values having not been correct. Furthermore,  
stated upon further review of the security cameras during Ms. Machin-Resto’s purchase, they 
observed what appeared to be tape with a suspected barcode on her right index finger. An Axon 
evidence community request was later sent to , where the aforementioned 
video was entered into evidence.

While speaking with , they were able to provide a copy of the 
receipt received by Ms. Machin-Resto following her purchase. Upon review of this receipt, I was 
able to confirm that 13 different items had been intentionally scanned with a re-tagged barcode,

where each item scanned showed a description of "45CT BOBBIES" that were valued at $1.18 
USC each (before tax).  then provided me with a training receipt of the 
updated values for the items in the shopping basket, which included the following: 

- "VCL SPRAY" (UPC# 305210269630) valued at $7.97 USC

- "HP MED PLNER" (UPC# 673807717320) valued at $20.62 USC

- "CREW RIB TEE" (UPC# 880028785663) valued at $8.48 USC

- "CREW RIB TEE" (UPC# 880028785699) valued at $6.00 USC

- "EUC HYD MOIS" (UPC# 072140036230) valued at $17.84 USC

- "LOP CREAM" (UPC# 071249704230) valued at $19.86 USC

- "CRV SKN REN" (UPC# 360600053731) valued at $20.44 USC

- "ELF CONCEALR" (UPC# 609332848210) valued at $8.00 USC

- "WN BG FLC ST" (UPC# 013258479610) valued at $9.98 USC

- "NYX FNDATION" (UPC# 800897275270) valued at $14.97 USC

- "WN FLCE JOGR" (UPC# 013258505210) valued at $6.98 USC

- "SPORK SET" (UPC# 849434056340) valued at $2.24 USC

In speaking with , they advised they wished to sign criminal 
complaints against Ms. Machin-Resto for retail theft. Shortly after, Ms. Machin-Resto was 
advised she was being placed under arrest for retail theft. Ms. Machin-Resto was placed into 
custody into double locked handcuffs (checked for fit) at 1741 hours. I then conducted a 
custodial search of Ms. Machin-Resto’s person incident to arrest, where upon doing so I located 
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a small barcode bearing "0-4145706088-9", which was secured to a small piece of tape located 
in her front right jacket pocket. It can be noted that this barcode and tape was confirmed to be 
what was used by Ms. Machin-Resto to scan the aforementioned items, which resulted in them 
being presented as "45CT BOBBIES" that were valued at $1.18 USC. This item was recovered 
and later entered into evidence.

Also, Ms. Machin-Resto was then advised by  that she was 
trespassed from the St. Charles Walmart and would be subject to arrest should she return. Ofc. 
Morales then transported Ms. Machin-Resto to SCPD booking for processing.

Once back to the station, I read Ms. Machin-Resto her Miranda rights from a pre-printed form at 
1833 hours in the presence of Ofc. Nazifi. Ms. Machin-Resto both initialed and signed this 
document acknowledging her rights and upon speaking with me, she explained the following in 
summary and not verbatim: , 

. Ms. Machin-Resto stated on 
today's date, she took an Uber rideshare to Walmart to conduct some shopping. While doing so, 
Ms. Machin-Resto advised she did not wish to pay for the full listed price for various items and 
decided to remove a barcode from a package of bobby pins within the business. Following this, 
Ms. Machin-Resto stated she visited the customer service counter to ask for some tape, where 
she then went to the women's restroom. During this time, Ms. Machin-Resto stated she secured 
this barcode with the tape to her right index finger. It can be noted upon my initial review of the 
security cameras of this incident, this is the same digit on Ms. Machin-Resto’s right hand that 
was observed during her transaction at self-checkout #20 to have tape on it. Ms. Machin-Resto 
continued by stating although she purchased most of her items she had shopped for, she 
intended to utilize the barcode taken from the bobby pins to use towards a few clothing items 
and cosmetic products. When asked, Ms. Machin-Resto stated she knew her actions were 
wrong and that people do it all the time.

While in SCPD booking, Mr. Machin-Resto was also provided the opportunity to make phone 
calls, however she declined to do so.

Ultimately, Ms. Machin-Resto was both charged and processed for misdemeanor retail theft 
(720 ILCS 5/16-25(a)(2)). DuPage Co. complaints were completed for this incident and Ms. 
Machin-Resto was later advised of her pending court date located at 505 N. County Farm Rd., 
Wheaton, IL 60187 on February 26th, 2026 at 0900 hours in room #4017. Ms. Machin-Resto 
was provided with copies of the necessary documentation, including her property release, 
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criminal complaints, and personal recognizance.

A Tri-Com ban form was completed.

The police response to this incident was captured via body-worn cameras and the videos were 
not reviewed prior to the completion of this report.
