At this time | went outside to speak with Mrs. Stepanov. While standing in front of her | could
smell a strong odor of an alcoholic beverage emanating from her mouth when she spoke to me.
Next | advised Mrs. Stepanov of her Miranda Warnmgs then began to inquire why she was late to
which she replied she arrived at the school.

Shortly thereafter we spoke with Mr. Stepanov,
advised him of the situation and our suspicions. Mr. Stepanov requested that the kids be turned
over to their nanny, Karem Casses who resides in Westfield and can respond immediately as Mr.

Stepanov was at work in New York City. Mrs. Casses arrived on scene where she took custody of
— Mrs. Casses completed the Westfield Police Juvenile Short Term
Custody forms when custody of — was transferred.

With the children removed from the scene Mrs. Stepanov was escorted from the steps of [N
School to the north side parking lot of the school. Sergeant Ostrander arrived to assist. Mrs.
Stepanov was then instructed to sit on the bumper of marked patrol car #414 for the following
test;

Horizontal Gaze Nystagmus:

During the HGN Test, | positioned myself approximately 15 inches from Mrs. Stepanov, ensuring
there was adequate ambient lighting. | instructed her to follow the stimulus, which in this case
was the tip of my finger, without moving her head. The specific clues | looked for during the test
were; Mrs. Stepanov's eyes failed to exhibit smooth pursuit while attempting to track the
stimulus, which was observed in both eyes. Distinct and sustained nystagmus at maximum
deviation was observed in both eyes. Nystagmus prior to 45 degrees was detected in both eyes
as well.

Next Mrs. Stepanov was asked to perform the following Field Sobriety tests with the following
results;

One Leg Stand:
Mrs. Stepanov raised her right leg for this test. Mrs. Stepanov was observed swaying as she
attempted to keep his balance. Mrs. Stepanov completed the test as instructed.

Walk and Turn:

While explaining and demonstrating the instructions, Mrs. Stepanov failed to maintain the
prescribed starting position. Specifically by not keeping her feet in the proper starting position,
and talking/joking. Mrs. Stepanov took the correct number of steps down the line (9 steps) but
needed to question if she had reached nine steps. While returning back down the line, she did not
use a series of small steps to turn around and performed the test walking backwards stopping at
the front of the police car. Mrs. Stepanov did not count each step out loud. She was unable to
complete the test as instructed.

At this time, Mrs. Stepanov was placed under arrest for Driving While Intoxicated, this in violation
of N.J.S.A. 39:4-50. | handcuffed and searched the arrestee incident to arrest and prior to placing
her in the rear prisoner compartment of patrol vehicle # 414. | conducted a conducted a visual
inspection of the rear prisoner compartment of patrol vehicle #414 prior to placing the arrestee
Mrs. Stepanov in the same with negative resulits. | then secured the arrestee in the rear prisoner
compartment with the provided seat belt and transported her directly to headquarters.

| requested a duty tow to respond to the scene to remove his vehicle from the road way as per
John's Law. Officer Marlow remained with the vehicle until CES Towing arrived on scene and
removed the vehicle. Sgt. Ostrander was the supervisor on scene, rode with me and the arrestee.

En Route to Westfield Police Department Headquarters:

|, transported Mrs. Stepanov to the Westfield Police Headquarters without incident. A strong odor
of an alcoholic beverage was detected from the rear prisoner compartment passenger seat where
Mrs. Stepanov was solely seated. This odor was not present in the vehicle prior to placing Mrs.
Stepanov in the prisoner compartment. The rear passenger compartment was checked before
and after transport with negative results.

At WPD Headquarters

Upon arrival at headquarters, | assisted the arrestee Mrs. Stepanov out of the rear passenger
compartment of patrol vehicle #414 and again conducted a visual inspection of the rear prisoner
compartment with negative results. Upon entering the processing area, Sgt. Ostrander and |
escorted the arrestee Mrs. Stepanov into the processing area and secured our duty firearms in
the provided weapons locker. | then searched Mrs. Stepanov's person again with negative results.
She was then secured to the processing room bench by the provided handcuff. We processed
the arrestee in accordance with departmental SOPs.

While at Westfield Police Department Headquarters, Mrs. Stepanov was read her Miranda
Warning's and the NJ Attorney General's Standard Statement which she said "l understand"”. The
continuous twenty-minute observation of Mrs. Stepanov, began on Wednesday 20, 2023 at 17:31
hours before administering the Alcotest. A visual inspection of Mrs. Stepanov's mouth revealed
no foreign objects. During this time, face to face contact was maintained by myself. Mrs.
Stepanov did not place anything into her month, did not burp, belch, or regurgitate anything into
her empty mouth. All radios, cellular phones, BWC, and portable electronics were removed from
the processing room before chemical testing. A new sealed mouthpiece was used for each
attempt to gather samples of Mrs. Stepanov's breath. All times were kept on WPD Dispatch
Computer and may differ from those observed on other recording devices. Mrs. Stepanov was
advised of the following by Officer Gill before each test was administered: "l want you to take a
deep breath and blow into the mouthpiece with one long, continuous breath. Continue to blow
until | tell you to stop. Do you understand these instructions?" Before each test, Mrs. Stepanov
laughed then stated she understood. Mrs. Stepanov was able to perform the tests successfully
and the Alcotest results for Mrs. Stepanov were “0.17” B.A.C. Test results were checked through
the State of New Jersey Alcotest Calculator and the samples were within the acceptable
tolerance. It should be noted during processing, Mrs. Stepanov kept switching from crying to
joking to anger while sitting on the bench. Mrs. Stepanov was cooperative and calm through this
process.
